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CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE I-GENERAL

SECTION 1. –Be it known that Kappa Kappa Psi, National Honorary Fraternity for College Bandmembers, is an organization operating exclusively in the field of the college and university bands, and for the following several purposes:

1) 
To promote the existence and welfare of the college and university bands and to cultivate at large a wholesome respect for their activities and achievements.

2) 
To honor outstanding bandmembers through privilege of membership extended as a reward for technical achievement and appreciation for the best in music.

3) 
To stimulate campus leadership and promulgate an uncompromising respect through the medium of the college band for gracious conduct, good taste and unswerving loyalty.

4) 
To foster a close relationship between college bands and promote a high average of attainment by the performance of good music and selection of worthwhile projects.

5)
To provide a pleasant and helpful social experience for all engaged in college band work and to cooperate with other musical organizations in any manner consistent with the purposes of the institution at which chapters are located.

SECTION 2. – The Director of Bands at the University of Toledo has supreme authority over this chapter.  He/Se is responsible for governing and monitoring the activities and affairs of this chapter.  He/She may choose to appoint an individual to serve in the role of Chapter Sponsor, however, the Director of Bands has ultimate authority in matters pertaining to the chapter.  The Chapter Sponsor and the Director of Bands are members ex officio of all chapter committees.

SECTION 3. – This constitution and its Bylaws shall in no way conflict or receive priority over the National Constitution of Kappa Kappa Psi.

ARTICLE II – ORGANIZATION

SECTION 1. – The members of this fraternity shall be those who have been initiated in accordance with the rules and regulations of both the national and local chapters.

SECTION 2. – The officers of the fraternity, in order of authority, shall be: a) President, b) Vice-President of Membership, c) Vice-President of Service, d) Treasurer, e) Recording Secretary, f) Corresponding Secretary, and g) Historian.  These officers shall be active members of, and elected by this Fraternity.

SECTION 3. – The Parliamentarian shall be an appointed officer of the fraternity.  The Parliamentarian may be chosen from the Executive Committee or from the active brotherhood.  This office will be appointed every year by the Executive Committee of the chapter.

ARTICLE III – DUTES OF THE CHAPTER OFFICERS

SECTION 1. – President: Shall be the official head of the fraternity and shall preside at all regular and special meetings.  Shall be responsible for preparing the agenda for the meetings.  The President is responsible for enforcing the chapter Constitution as necessary.  Shall appoint the chairperson of each committee not already designated by this Constitution.  Shall communicate with the sponsor and the executive committee.  Shall insure that the officers are fulfilling their responsibilities as an officer.  Shall enforce all national policies of hazing, controlled substances, and discrimination.  Shall set and evaluate goals for the chapter.  Shall be responsible for the Jurisdiction Committee.  Shall have completed one consecutive year of active status in the fraternity.  

SECTION 2. – Vice-President of Membership:  Shall be responsible for the training and initiation of all members.  Shall be in charge of all membership education.  Shall server as the Advisor of the Membership Committee.  Shall attend the district membership education retreat in the fall, or appoint a member of the Membership Committee to attend in his/her place.  Shall have completed one consecutive year of active status in the fraternity.

SECTION 3. – Vice-President of Service:  Shall be ultimately responsible for all service projects in the chapter, and all members will be aid de camp.  The Vice-President of Service has the ability to deputize any member of the chapter to head a service project and that person reports directly to the Vice-President of Service.  The Vice-President of service, however, is responsible for the ultimate success or demise of any projects.  Shall have completed one consecutive year of active status in the fraternity.

SECTION 4. – Treasurer: Shall control the funds of the Fraternity.  Shall be responsible for maintaining a yearly budget.  Shall submit a report covering receipts and expenditures during each scheduled meeting.  Shall be responsible for the collection of dues, fines, etc.  Shall provide a chapter financial report at each meeting.  Shall be responsible for the payment of dues, fines, etc.  Shall serve as Advisor of the Finance Committee.

SECTION 5. – Recording Secretary: Shall record and keep complete minutes and attendance of all regular and special meetings of the fraternity.  Shall submit a copy of the minutes to the Sponsor, President, and Historian, and post a copy of the minutes on the bulletin board three days after the meeting.  Shall take attendance at all chapter meetings.  Shall compile and distribute a membership roster.  Shall serve as Advisor of the Publications Committee. 

SECTION 6. – Corresponding Secretary:  Shall communicate with other chapters, especially those in the North Central District.  Shall submit articles to the Podium and Kadenza.  Shall submit a new officer list to the National Office, District Governor, and District President immediately following new officer installation. Shall maintain the Fraternity bulletin board in the Center of Performing Arts lobby.

SECTION 7. – Historian: Shall be responsible for maintaining a written and pictorial record of the activities of the chapter and the university bands.  Shall be responsible for maintaining an up-to-date record of all alumni members of the chapter.  Shall serve as Advisor of the Band Banquet/Formal Committee.

SECTION 8. – Parliamentarian: Shall consult the Fraternity on parliamentary procedures during all regular and special meetings.  Shall be responsible for keeping order during meetings.  This officer will be appointed every year by the president of the chapter. 

SECTION 9. – Ex-Officio President: All past presidents of the Beta Rho chapter of Kappa Kappa Psi that are enrolled at the University of Toledo as either undergraduate or graduate students and maintain ACTIVE status in the fraternity and chapter are considered ex-officio presidents.  This designation means that this person has experience on the executive committee and has the ability to serve in an advising role to the committee.  The ex-officio president can choose to serve in this capacity by attending officer meetings and fraternity meetings.  

SECTION 10. – The executive committee shall be composed of the officers of the Fraternity.  The past Presidents and any current District or National officers, if active members of this chapter, shall be designated non-voting members of the Executive Committee.  

SECTION 11. – In the event the President is unable to attend a meeting, that authority shall be temporarily assumed by the following succession of officers: Vice-President of Membership, Vice-President of Service, Treasurer, Recording Secretary, Corresponding Secretary, Historian, and Parliamentarian. 

SECTION 12. – At every officer meeting of the semester, each officer will prepare a report to be given during a meeting.  This report will be typewritten and copies will be given to the President, Recording Secretary, and the Historian.  This will serve as a record of the officer’s work for the week as well as serve archival purposes in case of the need to reference back to a particular subject at a later meeting.

ARTICLE IV – ELECTIONS 

SECTION 1. – Nominations of officers shall be held at the next general meeting following the North Central District Convention.  Nominations may be made from the floor at the election meeting.  A person may be nominated for a position by a motion of two active brothers in favor, along with the consent of the person in question.  Elections and installation of new officers will be held at the following general meeting.

SECTION 2. – The chapter will vote on each office in order of authority as stated in Article II, Section 2.  During voting procedures, the president will only cast his/her vote in the event of a tie, and the parliamentarian will be excluded from voting.  The ballot will be secret, counted only by the president and parliamentarian.  

SECTION 3. – During the election meeting, each candidate will be allowed a speech, followed by a question and answer period so that the voting membership may become more informed of the candidates and their running platforms.  A time limit may be voted upon by the chapter for each event.  The chapter may hold a discussion period for each office.

SECTION 4. – An officer will be considered installed upon receiving a majority vote from the present active brotherhood.  In the event of a tie, the President must cast the deciding vote.  The election proceedings will be monitored by the parliamentarian, who will oversee the procedure of the election and verify that all results are accurate.

SECTION 5. – Any vacancy of office due to expulsion, impeachment, or resignation shall be filled by a special election.  This election should be held as soon as reasonably possible.  

SECTION 6. – Each chapter officer shall serve for a period of one (1) year.

ARTICLE V – SPECIAL ELECTIONS

SECTION 1. – A special election shall be held to fill a vacancy in the Executive Committee and to appoint delegates and alternate delegates to District and National Conventions. 

SECTION 2. – Nominations to fill a vacancy in office(s) shall take place as soon as reasonably possible.  Nominations may be made from the floor at the special election meeting.  Election and installation of the new officer(s) will be held at the following general meeting. 

SECTION 3. – Nominations for delegates and alternate delegates to District and National Convention shall take place at a meeting prior to when the necessary paperwork is due.  Elections will be held at the same meeting.

SECTION 4. – A person may be nominated during a special election by a motion of two (2) active brothers in favor along with consent of the person in question.

SECTION 5. – The speech and election rules for special elections are as stated in Sections 3 and 4 Article IV – Elections.

ARTICLE VI – ADOPTION OF THE CONSTITUTION

SECTION 1. – This constitution and its bylaws shall be considered adopted when approved by seventy-five (75) percent of all voting active members present of the chapter, and shall replace any previous Constitutions.

ARTICLE VII – AMENDMENTS

SECTION 1. – This constitution may be amended at any regular meeting by a seventy-five percent favorable vote of those voting active members present.

SECTION 2. – Proposed amendments shall be presented in writing at least one meeting prior to the vote.  

SECTION 3. – An amendment, when passed, shall take effect immediately unless otherwise specified in the amendment.

SECTION 4. – Amendments made to the constitution due to changes in the national constitution or as a result of typographical errors will not require a chapter vote.

BYLAWS

STATUTE I – MEMBERSHIP

SECTION 1. – Fraternity membership shall consist of seven (7) types:  Active, Conditional, Inactive, Associate, Honorary, Alumni, and Life Membership.  No membership shall be recognized by the chapter until all initiation fees have been paid and the installation, as proscribed by the Ritual, completed.

SECTION 2. – A band member may be offered entry into the Membership Education Program of the Fraternity after the satisfactory completion of one (1) year as a member of the University of Toledo Bands, unless exception is made by the Chapter Sponsor.

SECTION 3. – Eligible individuals shall be offered entry into the Membership Education Program at the request of an active or associate member of the Fraternity.  A negative vote of twenty-five (25) percent or five (5) members, which ever is greater, of eligible active and associate membership shall be required to prevent a person from entering the Membership Education Program of the Fraternity.  If a person is rejected on the second ballot in the same meeting, the name shall not be proposed again during the current academic year. 

SECTION 4. – Prior to initiation, the candidate must receive a favorable vote of seventy-five (75) percent of the eligible voting membership.  The candidate must also pay an initiation fee and the year’s national dues.   

SECTION 5. – Active Status: An active member of the chapter must be enrolled as a student of the University of Toledo maintaining a 2.0 cumulative GPA.  The active member should be in at least two (2) University of Toledo Ensembles per year.  All annual dues and fees must be paid up to date to maintain active membership in the Fraternity.  Under special circumstances, any of the above requirements may be waived with a seventy-five (75) percent favorable vote of the chapter’s total active membership and with Sponsor permission.  Each active member must submit a copy of his or her work schedule, class schedule, and a report of the previous semester’s grade point average to the Secretary by the end of the first week of each academic semester.  These reports must be computer generated and printed either from the University of Toledo web site or they must be in the form of a photo static copy of the schedule and grade reports sent from the Registrar’s office. 

SECTION 6. – Conditional Status: Conditional status in the Fraternity may be requested by an active member in good standing when that member cannot, without undue hardship, continue to meet the requirements for active status.  The request shall be in writing and shall state the specific reason for requesting conditional status.  To become effective, the member shall have paid national member dues for the current academic year.  The request shall be approved by a majority vote of the chapter, with the approval of the Sponsor/Director of Bands.  Conditional status shall not be maintained for more than one (1) year.  Conditional members may, at the discretion of the local chapter, attend Chapter meetings, District and National Conventions and events, participate in Ritual, participate in chapter fundraisers and service projects and attend chapter social functions. Conditional members shall not hold office, propose candidates for membership, introduce business, vote on any matters, or act in the capacity of a big brother.

SECTION 7. – Inactive Status: Former active or associate members who are enrolled in school but do not pay member dues shall be classified as inactive members. Inactive members have no privileges of Fraternity membership. Inactive members may not participate in any Fraternity business, projects, or activities. To return to previous status, said member must request in writing of the local chapter. Upon approval by the local chapter and sponsor, and payment of all financial obligations to the National Headquarters and the local chapter, said member shall be returned to active status.

SECTION 8. – Associate Status: Associate members shall have all the rights, privileges, and responsibilities associated with active membership.  Associate membership shall be granted to any member who has previously transferred to a Kappa Kappa Psi chapter under the Kappa Kappa Psi Transfer Policy or who has been granted honorary membership in lieu of the Transfer Policy.

SECTION 9. – Honorary Status: Honorary members of the Fraternity shall possess the same general qualifications as active members except that they shall not necessarily be regularly enrolled in the college or university where the chapter is located nor possess any qualifications as musicians. They shall be generally recognized as outstanding in their field of endeavor or shall have performed outstanding service for the college or university band or Fraternity.

SECTION 10. – Alumni Status: Alumni members of the Fraternity shall be those Active, Associate or Conditional members of the Fraternity who have completed their education or who have terminated their affiliation with their college or university. Any alumni member shall have all privileges of an active member, except those of voting and introducing business. In the event an alumni member wishes to reactivate with the respective chapter, said alumnus must be registered as a student, be an active member of the institution’s band, and meet requirements as an active member of the local chapter.

SECTION 11. – Life Status: Any alumni member upon payment of a Life Membership contribution, the amount to be set by the National Chapter, along with an application to the National Headquarters, shall be entitled to Life Membership privileges and may, if desired, subscribe to The PODIUM.

SECTION 12. – Probation: Upon due cause, probation proceedings against any member of the Fraternity may be initiated by a fifty (50) percent vote of all active members present, excluding the attendance policy.  The probation hearing shall be held at the next regularly scheduled meeting and the member may be placed on probation following a favorable vote of seventy-five (75) percent of the active brotherhood present, and approval by the chapter sponsor.  The vote will be by secret written ballot and the member shall be informed of the vote totals.  The member placed on probation shall be informed in writing, of the reasons for probation, a specified time period to make restitution, and the obligations to be fulfilled within that time period.  Failure to complete all obligations is just cause for either and extension of the probationary term or for the initiation of suspension proceedings.  Members on probation cannot vote on any business, participate in Ritual, act as a Big Brother, attend District and/or National events and/or meetings, or propose candidates for membership.

SECTION 13. – Probation as a result of failure to uphold attendance policy:  Upon the second unexcused absence, the member will be placed on probation pending an appeal.  The need for a fifty (50) percent favorable vote to initiate probation proceedings under Statute 1 Section 12 is waived.  However, a letter informing the individual of their placement on probation, and the requirements for restitution will be typewritten and given to the individual in question.  If the brother does not appeal within one (1) week of his absence, or if seventy-five (75) percent of the membership turns down the appeal, the brother will be placed on probation.  To be removed from probation, the member must attend three (3) consecutive mandatory events.  The member will remain on probation until attending three (3) consecutive mandatory events.  Probation status can and will carry across both Winter and Summer Breaks.  If probation carries until the start of the Fall Semester, the member must ask to go active in the form of a letter to the Executive Committee at the start of the semester.  If a majority of the committee agrees, the matter will be taken before the entire brotherhood at the next regularly scheduled meeting.  If seventy-five (75) percent of all active brothers present agree, probation will be lifted.  If the member fails to act in time to meet the date dues are due (no later than the twenty-first (21) day of the Fall Semester), then Inactive status will be assigned.  Member on probation cannot vote on any business, participate in ritual, act as a Big Brother, attend District and/or National events and/or meetings, or propose candidates for membership.

SECTION 14. – Suspension: Upon due cause, suspension proceedings against a member of the Fraternity may be initiated by fifty (50) percent favorable vote of all active members present, excluding the attendance policy and fee payments.  The member will be informed, within three days, in writing, of the proceedings and their causes.  The suspension hearing shall be held at the next regularly scheduled meeting and the member will be suspended following a favorable vote of seventy-five (75) percent of the active brotherhood present, and approval by the chapter sponsor.  The vote will be secret written ballot and the member shall be informed the vote totals.  The suspended member shall be informed of the reason for suspension, a specified time period in which to make restitution, and the obligations to be fulfilled within that time period.  After fulfilling all obligations and a minimum of fifteen weeks of suspension, the suspended member may submit a written letter to the Executive Committee petitioning for readmission to the Fraternity.  If a majority of the Committee agrees, that matter shall be taken before the entire brotherhood at the next regularly scheduled meeting.  The suspended member must ask for readmission in person at that time.  If seventy-five (75) percent of all active brothers present agree, suspension shall be lifted.  Members in suspension may not participate in any Fraternity business, projects, or activities.

SECTION 15. – Expulsion: Upon due cause, a member of the Fraternity may be expelled following a favorable vote of fifty (50) percent of the chapter’s eligible voting membership and approval of the chapter sponsor. The expulsion hearing shall be held at the next regularly scheduled meeting and the member may be expelled indefinitely following a favorable vote of seventy-five (75) percent of the chapter’s total active membership and approval by the chapter sponsor.  The vote will be a secret ballot, and the member will be informed of the vote totals. Having been expelled, the member shall return to the chapter all regalia and property of the Fraternity being held, and the name shall be stricken from the Master Chapter Roster at the National Headquarters.

SECTION 16. – Resignation:  Membership status in Kappa Kappa Psi may not be terminated by the member through resignation. However, as stated before, a member may be suspended or expelled for due cause by the chapter of his/her affiliation.

SECTION 17. – Impeachment/Removal from Office:  Impeachment proceedings against any member of the Executive Committee may be initiated by a fifty (50) percent favorable vote of all voting members of the chapter.  The impeachment hearing shall be held at the next regularly scheduled meeting unless further harm may come to the Fraternity because of the delay.  A seventy-five (75) percent favorable vote of the active brotherhood present, in addition to Sponsor approval, shall be necessary to remove from office.

STATUTE II – MEETINGS

SECTION 1. – Regularly scheduled meetings of the chapter for the semester shall be held on those dates approved by a favorable seventy-five (75) percent vote of the active brotherhood.  This vote shall occur at least four (4) weeks prior to the end of the academic semester.  These votes and meeting dates do not include the summer semester. 

SECTION 2. – Special Meetings: Any meeting that is not a regularly scheduled meeting is considered a special meeting.  The attendance requirement of the chapter shall apply to it.  Special meetings may only be called by the President or any two (2) members of the Executive Committee.  Seventy-two (72) hours notice must be given to the entire chapter for the attendance policy to apply to special meetings.

SECTION 3. – Quorum:  A quorum shall be required for all official business and shall consist of fifty (50) percent of the active chapter, with at least two (2) voting officers. 

STATUTE III – ATTENDANCE

SECTION 1. – All active members are expected to attend all regular and special meetings, rituals, and special functions not purely social in nature.  If absent, the brother must contact, in writing, the Recording Secretary within three (3) days.  

SECTION 2. – The attendance policy will apply to those service projects and fundraisers that the Executive Committee sees fit.  The chapter must be given two (2) weeks prior notice of each event for this to apply.  If absent, the brother must contact, in writing, the Recording Secretary within three (3) days.  

SECTION 3. – All members are allowed one (1) unexcused absence during an academic semester.

SECTION 4. – The tardiness policy will apply to all regular and special meetings, rituals, special functions not purely social in nature, all service projects and fundraisers which are given the required two (2) weeks notice.  All members are expected to be present at the designated time for the start of the event.  A tardy will occur exactly ten (10) minutes after the start of the event.  Accumulation of three (3) tardies will result in one absence.  

SECTION 5. – Anyone involved in student teaching, or any full-time internship shall be excused from all required functions during times of their internship or teaching.

SECTION 6. – Proper Excuses:  This chapter of Kappa Kappa Psi accepts only the following excuses for absences and tardies from a Fraternity function: a.) death or illness of an immediate family member,  b.) personal illness,  c.) class conflict,  d.) wedding,  e.) work, and f.) religious holidays, and g.) other reasons may be excused at the discretion of the Executive Committee. 

SECTION 7. – Upon the second unexcused absence, the member will be placed on probation pending an appeal.  The details of this process are as stated in Statute I Section 12.  The need for a fifty (50) percent favorable vote to initiate probation proceedings under Statute 1 Section 12 is waived.  However, a letter informing the individual of their placement on probation, and the requirements for restitution will be typewritten and given to the individual in question.  If the brother does not appeal within one (1) week of his or her absence, or if seventy-five (75) percent of the membership turns down the appeal, the brother shall be placed on probation.  To be removed from probation, the member must attend three (3) consecutive mandatory events.  

STATUTE IV – REVENUE

SECTION 1. – The Executive Committee shall establish the amount of active yearly dues.

SECTION 2. – The active member yearly dues are due by the date established by the executive Committee by the end of the first summer meeting.  This date is not to be later than the 21st day of the fall semester.  If the dues are not paid by this deadline, a twenty-five (25) percent penalty charge shall be assessed to delinquent members up to seven days following the deadline.  If dues remain unpaid after this time, the member shall be placed under suspension unless special arrangements have been approved by the chapter President and Treasurer.

SECTION 3. – Initiation fees for active membership candidates shall be determined by the Executive Committee, subject approval of the brotherhood.  Prospective member fees are due at or before Third Degree.  If dues remain unpaid after this time, the prospective member shall not be allowed to become an active member, unless special arrangements have been approved by the chapter President and Treasurer.

SECTION 4. – All requests for reimbursements greater than five (5) and less than twenty (20) dollars must be approved by the Treasurer before purchase.  Requests for reimbursements equal to or greater than twenty (20) dollars must be approved by a majority of the active chapter before purchase.  A receipt, notarized by the store, must be given to the Treasurer to receive reimbursement.  Any purchase equal to or less than five (5) dollars will be considered a donation.  This process is waived when a purchase is made as a matter of urgency or in case in which prices are nonnegotiable and purchase is required, as in postage and required mailings. 

STATUTE V – COMMITTEES

SECTION 1. – Each committee shall elect a Chairperson to head the committee, unless appointed by the President.  The Chairperson may not be the Advisor.

SECTION 2. – Jurisdiction: Shall maintain the Constitution making sure any amendments or additional bylaws are added or deleted out.  Shall provide an updated Constitution to the brothers of the Fraternity.  Shall follow up on the President’s activities.

SECTION 3. – Membership: Shall assist in the initial and continuing membership education of the chapter.  Shall be responsible for determining Rush Week activities. Shall be responsible for the continuing education of the active membership.  Shall assist the Vice-President of Membership with any necessary paperwork or copying.  Shall be available to set-up and fill positions for Rituals.  Shall follow up on the Vice-President or Membership’s activities.

SECTION 4. – Finance: Shall work to ensure that the proper maintenance of chapter funds is executed.  Shall be responsible for developing and executing the fund-raising activities.  Shall work to ensure that the chapter’s accounts are in good standing.  Shall follow up on the Treasurer’s activities.

SECTION 5. – Publications: Shall be responsible for the publishing of the Fanfare, during the fall semester and special occasions, as a medium between the Chapter and the University of Toledo band.  Shall see that all members and Sponsor of the chapter are informed of meeting and special events.  Shall maintain an up to date calendar of events and address list of the chapter.  Shall ensure that the band is recognized throughout the University as well as the city of Toledo.  Shall follow up on the Recording Secretary’s activities.

SECTION 6. – Social: Shall plan receptions for special band or Fraternity functions.  Shall plan and carry out all organized social functions of the Fraternity.  Shall be responsible for establishing dates and activities for Brotherhood Days.  Shall follow up on the Historian’s activities.

SECTION 7. – Awards and Programs: The members of this committee shall be based on a volunteer basis.  Shall keep the chapter aware of qualifications and requirements of all National awards and programs listed in the National Chapter Operations Handbook as well as all North Central District awards and programs listed in the NCD Policy Handbook.  Shall choose presenters for those awards that require a presentation.  Shall be in charge of compiling all information necessary for such awards.

SECTION 8. – Information Technology: Shall be in charge of maintaining a Chapter Webpage.  Shall assist with the University of Toledo Music Department and Bands Webpages.  Shall create a slideshow for the Marching Band Banquet and any Chapter Formals.

SECTION 9. -  Service:  Shall assist the VPS in planning and organizing service projects to benefit the chapter, bands, and community at large.

SECTION 10. – Other committees may be assigned by the Executive Committee. 

SECTION 11. – Membership of committees will be determined at the first general meeting of the academic year.  Members will pick their top two (2) choices and will be placed accordingly by the Executive Committee.  If not enough people sign up for a committee the Executive Committee will assign people to fill the vacancies.  

SECTION 12. – Members of the Executive Committee may not play an active role or be a voting member of any committee other than the committee they serve as Advisor for and the Executive Committee.

STATUTE VI – HAZING

SECTION 1. – The Kappa Kappa Psi Fraternity understands that hazing is illegal and the Fraternity does not approve of actions that intentionally produce mental or physical discomfort, embarrassment, harassment, or ridicule.  Anyone who influences such actions shall be liable for expulsion from the Fraternity or may be subject to due process of law. 

SECTION 2. – This chapter shall abide by the hazing policies adopted by Kappa Kappa Psi at the National level and The University of Toledo.

STATUTE VII – DISCRIMINATION

SECTION 1. – The Kappa Kappa Psi Fraternity does not approve of actions that intentionally discriminate on the basis of race, color, religion, sex, age, national origin, sexual orientation, veteran status, or the presence of a disability.  Anyone who influences such actions shall be liable for expulsion from the Fraternity. 

SECTION 2. – This chapter shall abide by the discrimination policies adopted by Kappa Kappa Psi at the National level and the University of Toledo.

STATUTE VIII – CONTROLED SUBSTANCES

SECTION 1. – The Kappa Kappa Psi Fraternity understands that alcohol and/or drugs in any form are strictly prohibited at all activities under the attendance policy.  Anyone who influences such actions shall be liable for expulsion form the Fraternity.  

SECTION 2. – This chapter shall abide by the controlled substances policy adopted by Kappa Kappa Psi at the National leave.

SECTION 3. – Any active, associate, conditional, and prospective members of the Beta Rho chapter bearing the name Kappa Kappa Psi, the letters KKY, the name Beta Rho, and/or the letters BP are not permitted to partake in the use of alcohol and/or illegal controlled substances.  Any member found in violation of this rule shall be subjected to probation proceedings as stated in Statute I, Section 13 and may be subject to due process of law.

STATUTE IX – CONVENTION

SECTION 1. – Delegates to Convention: Chapter delegates shall be elected at a regular scheduled meeting.  These delegates shall be active, associate, or life members in good standing at the time.  The election of chapter delegates to the District Convention shall be held at least thirty (30) days prior to the opening date of the convention.  The election of chapter delegates to the National Convention shall be held at least sixty (60) days prior to convention, subject to its approval.  Delegates shall be elected by a simple majority vote of those members present.  If delegates cannot be sent to convention, the President shall submit a written request to another chapter, asking for a proxy to represent the chapter at convention.  

SECTION 2. – Participation: All members attending convention are strongly encouraged to attend all meetings and actively participate in convention. 

STATUTE X-BUDGET 

SECTION 1. – Money from the budget of the Beta Rho Chapter of Kappa Kappa Psi shall only be spent on Kappa Kappa Psi related items. The Executive Committee shall vote on all refunds. If the Executive Committee does not approve of the money being spent, there will be no refund. 
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
